
National Government Services HIGLAS Transition  


Medicare providers will be receiving, or may have already received, a notice from National Government Services (NGS) alerting them that February 11, 2011 NGS will be transitioning their Part B fiancial accounting system from the Multi-Carrier System (MCS) to the Healthcare Integrated General Ledger Accounting System (HIGLAS).

How Members Will be Effected

Prior to the HIGLAS transition, NGS Medicare will release payments for all claims in their system that have been already been approved for payment on February 9, 2011.  This will cause some providers to receive a single payment in a larger amount than usual owing to the one-time payment floor sweep on February 9th. 

From February 11 through 14, 2011 no payments or remittance advices will be issued.   

On February 14, 2011 NGS will again begin processing files and issuing payments, however, from February 14th through February 28th, providers may experience a reduction in payments due to the early claim payments issued immediately prior to the transition.
